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W Substrate must be clean. Remove all foreign
matter, alkali deposits, oil, dirt, etc.

B Painted surfaces must be primed with
VariPrime.

MIXING:

B Thoroughly mix with a paddle mixer to a
homogeneous consistency at low rpm.

W Up to 8 ounces of clean, potable water may
be added to adjust viscosity. Close container
when not in use.

APPLICATION:

W Parex USA recommends that the project owner
or designer approve a job site mock-up of
the application of this product. The mock-up
should demonstrate the product’s appearance
under the conditions given by the project
specification(s).

W Periodically, as the work progresses, evaluate
it from a distance to ensure the desired effect
is being produced across the entire surface.

W If installing in a wet environment, the Variance
High Humidity Wet Areas specification must be
followed.

W Prime surface using VariPrime™ and allow to
dry completely.

W Apply Alto™ with a standard stainless steel
plaster trowel. Apply the first coat of Alto™
using decorative, multi-directional trowel
strokes. Achieve the bulk of the filling/leveling
the substrate will require with the first coat.
Allow the first coat to dry completely before
proceeding.

W Inspect the first coat and scrape or sand
down high trowel marks and lap lines before
proceeding.

W Apply the second coat of Alto™ using
decorative, multi-directional trowel strokes at
a thickness of the largest aggregate that is in
the material. The second coat of Alto™ may
be applied in a full coverage coat to create a
smooth plaster finish. Alternatively the second
may be textured, leaving some of the first coat
exposed in areas creating a distressed old
world appearance.
